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General Instructions

Check material received against the packing list. First check the number of packages received and then
check the contents of each package.

2. Check material received for damage. If damage has accurred, secure a "damage notation” from the carrier.

3. Identify each part as it is unpacked and put like parts together as close as possible to the working area
in which they are to be assembled.

L. Be careful to use the correct hardware as specified in the assembly instructions.
